Brief Description of Course
The purpose of this graduate course for educators who are looking for structured interventions in the classroom. These six highly structured interventions are from the book Interventions: Evidence-Based Behavioral Strategies for Individual Students, by Randy Sprick, PhD, founder: Safe & Civil Schools. You have classroom expectations and a classroom management system in place.  For most students, it works well, yet you have a couple students who are struggling with their behavior.  You know a referral is too premature, but you want to help these students with their behavior and academics which are beginning to be affected by their behavior.  This course will help educators work through six behavior interventions that will help reduce the challenging behaviors and collect evidence for possible future referral.  

Objectives of the Course:
The course will focus on the six early stage behavior interventions that can be implemented by any educator in a classroom:
· Planed Discussion
· Academic Assistance
· Goal Setting
· Data Collection and Debriefing
· Increasing Positive Interactions
· STOIC Analysis and Intervention
