Supporting Autistic Thinking Style 
The focus of this training is on understanding how individuals with autism store, retrieve and change information. In 
other words, the participants will learn how individuals on the autism think. A visual system will be presented which 
demonstrates how to assist individuals with ASD to change their thinking patterns and avoid behavior meltdowns. 
This approach can also be applied to teaching reading comprehension, writing skills and dealing with ever changing 
schedules which can be difficult for so many of our folks with autism. Teaching strategies that directly complement 
this thinking style along with “neurologically friendly supports” will be presented, so together teachers, parents, and 
individuals with autism can all “win”. Come prepared to learn, to participate and maybe even to change your own 
thinking!

Teaching and Supporting New Behaviors 

Behavior which interferes with the learning of a student or others is often the result of a context that is not 
adequately supported. Functional Behavioral Assessment (FBA) will be taught along with the opportunity for 
participants to work in groups to develop support strategies and Behavior Intervention Plans. In addition, a model to 
work with escalating behaviors will be presented. We will explore ways to better provide positive support across the 
school day. All strategies are non-aversive and take into account all individuals concerned.
