Wednesday, September 21, 2016

AM session-Title IX and gender nonconforming students-this session will expand on the law related to Title IX and gender non-
conforming students. All schools are facing issues related to balancing privacy rights while ensuring access to educational pro-
grams and activities. This training session will focus on the guidance from the Office for Civil Rights regarding Title IX obligations
for LGBTQ students, the state pupil nondiscrimination law and policty considerations to ensure access to educational programs
for all students.

Monday, September 26, 2016

AM session-504 Basics-this session will provide the necessary foundation for a working understanding of Secion 504. The pre-
senters will cover the basics on evaluations, eligibility and the interplay with IDEA, 504 plans, and compliance with dues process.

PM session-504 Advanced-this session will move beyond the basics of 504 to a more advanced application of the federal law. In

this session, the presenters will tackle complicated issues including mental health diagnoses, concussion, and other “hidden”
disabilities, and will offer practical guidance on drafting and implementing 504 plans.

Monday, November 7, 2016

AM session-Title Il Basics-this session will provide the necessary foundation for a working understanding of Title Il of the ADA,
which protects individuals with disabilities from discrimination in public schools. The presenters will cover the basics on evalua-
tions, eligibility and technical compliance, and will highlight relevant provisions in the 2011 federal regulations and recent guid-
ance from federal regulatory agencies.

PM session-Title Il Advanced-this session will delve deeper into Title Il and address complicated issues that arise with respect to
the federal regulations and the current guidance related to service animals, effective communication, testing accommodations,
and website accessibility.

Monday, January 9, 2017

AM session-OCR Basics-this session will provide basic information regarding the Department of Education’s Office for Civil Rights
including the scope of OCR’s enforcement authority, OCR’s most recent guidance, and trends in OCR investigations and compli-
ance reviews.

PM session-OCR Advanced-this session will build on the morning session and move into the specifics of an OCR investigation.
The presenters will identify what might trigger an OCR investigation, provide guidance on how to respond when OCR gets in-
volved, and give practical tips on how to avoid OCR in the future.

Monday, March 6, 2017

AM session-IDEA-this session will provide a brief overview of IDEA and highlight troublesome compliance issues surrounding IEP
drafting, communication plans, related aids and services, ESY, mental health, seclusion and restraint, and transition plans.

PM session-Student Records-this session will cover state and federal laws governing student records, including special education
records. The presenters will highlight issues that arise regarding requests for disclosure of student records, sharing records with
outside agencies and medical providers, and record-keeping requirements.
