Level 2 – Customized Service On-Site Reading and Learning Strategies for All Content Areas  
Buildings looking to implement reading and learning strategies in the content areas can receive on-site 
professional development to improve student learning and reading success.  Suggested model:  four days 
of half-day sessions where several departments will receive information about a variety of reading and 
learning strategies, practice them, and determine implementation.  Teachers will have a choice of the 
strategies they would like to try and then have planning time.  Subsequent sessions will allow for 
strategy debriefing, followed by new strategies and planning time.  Ideally there would be four to six 
weeks between each session to allow teachers to implement the strategies and reflect on the 
implementation and the success it had on student work.  A sample of a strategies session booklet is 
available upon request.
